How to Pray for Your Friends

Spend time praying for 3-4 friends who don't have a relationship with Jesus.

Here is one suggestion of how to pray for your friends:

Heavenly Father draw to Yourself (John 6:44). Help fo seek
to know You, God because they will find you when they seek you with all
their heart and soul (Deuteronomy 4:29, Jeremiah 29:13). Lord | know that
faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through
the word about Christ (Romans 10:17), so | pray that will respond to
conversations about and interactions with Your Word all will believe the
Scriptures. May the enemy of our souls be prevented from blinding

to the truth (2 Corinthians 4:4) so that the Holy Spirit may have
liberty to convict them of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and o
guide them into all fruth (John 16:8,13). May repent and turn to You
so that their sins may be wiped out (Acts 3:19). Jesus, whoever hears Your
Word and believes Him who sent You has eternal life (John 5:24), so | ask
that will believe in You, Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior.

By faith | believe that will confess with their mouth, “Jesus is Lord,”
and believe in their heart that God raised Christ from the dead so that
they will be saved. For it is with our heart that we believe and are justified,
and it is with our mouth that we confess and are saved (Romans 10:9,10).
Allow me to be instfrumental in not only 's salvation commitment,
but to also help disciple them so that they confinue to live in You, rooted
up and built up in You, strengthened in the faith as they were taught and
overflowing with thankfulness (Colossians 2:6,7). May grow in grace
and knowledge of You (2 Peter 3:18), and may they grow in wisdom and

stature and in favor with You and man (Luke 2:52).
